Then along the way, we realized that St. Therese of
Lisieux was very interested in our work as she clearly interceded in bringing about some remarkable
progress in our endeavors to help these forgotten folks of Southwest Haiti Then into the life of Haiti
Mission came a special little saint, Rebecca Claire Fakier ~ a little girl with a powerful story of life, love,
suffering and hope.

When God sent Rebecea Claire to interceds for Haiti Mission, special things began to happen for the
children and families of Haiti.

It doesn’t sound so wonderful to us Americans who have come to expect
much better but to hungry children who are starving for education as well as regular meals; this was a great
and exciting beginning.

The question always has been how can we do better with the resources that we have? How can we get
the children at least a sandwich every day? Bec's Bakery is Rebecea’s answer. A bakery next to one of the
schools is what Rebecca wants. What we have come fo learn is that what Rebecca wants, God gives. I is
with great joy and gladness that I wish to announce that Rebecca Claire has done it againl Bec's bakery is
being built and will be completed by Easter 2010. Not only daily bread but pasiries and treats for the kids
and families will be baked. This will be a tremendous economic boon to the area as well as a blessing for
all the school children. We will sill have to develop a regular funding base for the flour and other supplies
but with our own bakery, the costs will be much lower and the production possibilities much greater. Our
little saint has truly done it again. St. Joseph, Blessed Pierre, St. Therese and Blessed little Rebecea Claire,
